Weak Flexibility in Traditional Volunteering Models

The current model, often based on seasonal or individual initiatives, does not allow
far long-term planning or comprehensive coverage of community needs. It also lacks
mechanisms to ensure sustainable participation and lasting impact. Data from the
Soclety's reports indicate noticeable fluctuations in volunteer numbers and activities
from year to year, reflecting concerns about instability in planning,

Digital Generation Gap
The gap between the new generation of tech-savvy volunteers and the current
model reliant on field meetings and paperwork creates difficulty in attracting youth
and converting their digital energy into real community work. According to statistics,
volunteers under 30 represent only 35%, although they constitute over 60% of Kuwait's
population (UNDRE Annual Report 2021, United Nations Volunteers LNV,

Limited Statistical and Administrative Tools in Managing Volunteers
Current volunteer management systems rely on basic tools and do not provide accurate
data on team performance, project needs, or potential development paths. This limits
the Society's ability to make decisions based on data and negatively impacts resource
allecation.

In this context, anticipating the future of volunteenng is cructal—not only to keep pace
with the pacing time but as a strategic investment to sustain community impact. The
more adaptable associations are to modern developments, the more likely they are to
expand their scope and achieve deeper, longer term impact.

Ower the span of four years, the Social Reform Society has solidified its position as one
of the trusted humanitanan actors in the field of chantable work. This was achieved
through a series of developmental and relief projects that aligned with the Sustainable
Development Geals and responded to the needs of the most vulnerable groups in
many countries.

This section of the report reviews the Society’s overall performance during the years
2021-2024. It analyzes the distribution of external expenditure by each SDG, along with
activities not directly related to the goals, in order to present a comprehensive picture
of the strategic development of external operations, analyze intervention prionities, and
examine trends in financial and programmatic growth,

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From the above, it is evident that the Society's indirect activities form a eritical stream of
its humanitarian and developmental work—combining cultural and value dimensions
with long-term societal impact. With the expansion of Quranic and lslamic center
programs and the sirategic reallocation of spending toward more popular projecis,
the Society demonstrates its belief that human needs are both material and spiritual,
treating mankind as whole entities.

These activities reflect 2 developmental visian that considers human development not
anly as building infrastructure but also as consclous behavior and identity. As such,
these programs effectively support the Sustainable Development Geals in an indirect
yet deeply impactiul way, grounded in the cultural and social realities of the targeted
communities.

The Society succeeded in 2024 in doubling the number of beneficiaries of these
pragrams without significantly increasing its budget, thanks to efficient execution and
intelligent selection of intervention types.

Rather, they extended
to include a range of cultural and community activities that contribute indirectly to
achieving the Sustainable Development Goals, by instilling values, reinforcing identity,
and building communities on strong foundations of awareness, moderation, and
solidarnity.

These activities include supporting mosques and Islamic centers, Quran memorization,
and serving pilgrims, teachers, and preachers, among other programs that nurture the
spiritual and educational dimensions within the targeted communities—especially in
environments facing cultural, religious, or social challenges.

In 2024, the Society’s international efforts in water and sanitation experienced
unprecedented growth. The number of beneficiaries rose from 188,869 in 2023 to over
2 millian in 2024—an increaze of approximately 961%, the highest recorded growth
among all the Society’'s development goals during the same period.

Cn the financial side, the budget allocated to this goal rose from 300,328 KWD in
2023 to 561,845 KWD in 2024, reflecting an B7Y% increase. This expansion highlights
the Society's effective response to the growing need for water sources in vulnerable

Access to clean water and safe sanitation is not a luxury, but a fundamental requirement
foradignified life, good health, and social stability.

The Social Reform Society seeks to address this challenge through targeted programs
aimed at providing drinkable water and improving water resource management in
affected communities. These programs include digging surface and artesian wells,
distributing water via tankers, and implementing desalination projects in water-scarce
enviranments,

=Sponsoring Students

Student sponsorships saw a significant decline, with the number of bensficiaries
dropping from 1,967 in 2023 to only 2 in 2024, representing just 0.1% of the total. This
decline is likely due to a restructuring of programs or integrating sponsorship into
broader activities that suppaort the entire educational enviranment instead of individual
sponsorships.

The Society has not limited its work
to Kuwait but extended its reach to peoples suffering from chrenic crises or sudden
disasters, especally in Asia and Afnca.

The Society consistently established reliable field partnerships in various countries and
implemented humanitarian and development programs targeting the most vulnerable
groups and addressing urgent needs on the ground. These efforts moved beyond
seasonal responses toward a more comprehensive and sustainable developmental
approach,

These activities extended to 30 countries worldwide, mostly in Asia and Africa
countries generally suffering from severe economic crises and difficult humanitarian
conditions, some further burdened by natural disasters or armed conflicts. The Society’s
interventions aimed to restore hope and provide tangible support that makes a real

28,488 KWD, possibly due to the completion of seasonal projects or fewer
beneficiaries to focus on improved quality.

highlighting the need for future budget balancing.

Fourth: Role of Partnerships and Institutional Integration

Institutional partnerships played a key role in enhancing performance quality, whether
with government bodies like the Ministry of Social Affairs, Kuwait Municipality, and the
Ervironmental Public Authority, or private sector partners. Collaboration agreements
with other civil society organizations created opportunities for knowledge exchange
and broader service reach,

Fifth: Performance Indicators

Internal owversight reports indicated that the Society's programs achieved positive
results in institutional performance. Digital transformation reduced operational costs
and Increased the number of active volunteers. Moreover, there was noticeable growth
in economic empowermeant programs compared to previous years.

Awareness and cultural activities formed a significant part of the Society’s work. In 2024,
mare than 85 events were organized, addressing topics such as social security, ethics,
and digital identity, with a total attendance exceeding 14,000 participants. The Society
also continued publishing the quarterly “Al-1slah” magazine, in addition to 12 specialized
manthly bulletins that discussed topics such as family cohesion, child rights, and the
role of volunteering in promoting social justice, These efforts indirectly intersect with

In terms of total cost, there was a marked decrease in 2024 to 28,488 KWD, compared

Impact of Programs on Beneficiaries

Internal evaluations by the Energy and Environmental Projects Unit indicated that the
distribution of cooling devices helped improve living conditions and general comfort
for beneficiaries—espedally during the summer's peak heat. Reports from Kuwait's
Ministry of Haalth showed a notable decline in reported heat stress cases in the targeted

argds.

As for the solar-powered water coolers, the Environment Public Authority confirmed
that their installation helped reduce dependency on fraditional electricity sources

by around 38% in the targeted locations. Additionally, the project raised community
awareness about the importance of renewable energy in everyday life.

Installation of Solar-Powered Water Coolers

As part of seelang sustainable and eco-friendly energy solutions, the Society adopted
solar power to operate public water coolers, thereby reducing reliance on the electrical
grid and conserving energy. In 27,2024 solar-powered water coolers were instalied in
various public locations across Kuwait in collaboration with the Environment Public
Authority. This initiative represents a significant step in integrating clean energy into
community service infrastructure and provides a practical sustainable solution for

oifering cold drinking water in public spaces,

Sustainable energy is 2 core pillar for achieving inclusive social and economic
development. It is essential for improving quality of life, mitigating the effects of climate
change, and promoting social justice by enabling vulnerable groups to access adequate
housing environments and reliable energy services. Within this framework, the Social
Reform Sodiety has continued its efforts throughout 2024 to implement local initiatives
in Kuwait that ensure access to clean and efficient energy for low-income families, with
a strong emphasis on utilizing innovative environmental solutions.

Key Local Initiatives in 2024

The “"Cooling Relief” Project

The "Cooling Relief* project provides underprivileged families and low-income
households with essential appliances, including water coolers, refrigerators, and air
conditioners. These are supplied by Nama Charity under the Social Reform Society
in response to Kuwaits intense heat, ensuring healthier and more dignified living
conditions for those unable to afford such devices.

In 2024 the socity distibuted 500 cooling devices (air conditioners, fans, and refrigerators),
at a total cost of 15,000 KWD, with a focus on densely populated areas like Sulaibiya
and lleeb Al-Shuyoukh. Although the number of beneficiaries decreased compared to
ious years, the stable level of spending reflects a more targeted approach toward
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Third: Graphical Analysis

The attached figures illustrate the relationship between the numbsr of beneficiaries
from the "Water Bottle Distribution Praject” and its financial cost over four years, A
gradual decline in bath figures is evident, indicating improved spending efficiency—
especially in 2024, when the Society succeeded in serving over 4.3 million people at
Jess than a guarter of the cost spent in 2021

The figure also shows a stabilization in coverage after 2022, reflecting the maturity of
distribution strategies and the Soclety’s increased reliance on public water coolers and
institutional water projects within Kuwait

Fourth: Community Impact Within Kuwait

Field monitoring revealed that the installation of water coclers helped reduce families’
dependence on bottled water in areas served by this project. This had positive economic
and health impacts, particularly given the continuous costs and environmental effects
associated with using plastic bottles,

Many workers in public facilities indicated that the "Water for Workers” initiative
served as direct humanitarian support, helping them endure extreme summer heat
and reducing cases of fatigue and dehydration, according to field monitoring reports
from the Society's teams.

Second: Table Analysis

Table (6} illustrates the changes in the number of beneficiaries and the annual cost
of the local "Water Distribution” activity via the "Drinking Water Bottles” from 2021
to 2024. The table shows that the project peaked in 2021, benefiting more than 17.5
million people at a total cost of 345,059 KWD, This spike is likely related to the global
pandemic that struck during that time. In 2024, the number of beneficiaries stood at
4,305,740, with a total cost of 81,809 KWD.

This decline does not necessarily indicate a drop in community commitment,
Alongside the post-pandemic context, it may also reflect a strategic shift in the way of
intervention. The Society moved from focusing on wide-scale consumable distribution
to impiementing long-term solutions, such as water coolers, which eliminate the need
for daily water botties.

This shift represents a mode! transition from short-term charity work to sustainable
infrastructure interventions, which can achieve broader impact with relatively lower
lang-term costs.




First: Local Initiatives and Projects

e Installation of Water Coolers in Public Places

This project involves installing
aesthetical water coolers, sponsored
by donors with an annual contribution
that covers the cooler’s malntenance,
continuous supply of clean cold water,
and other operational costs.

As part of its efforts to provide free and
safe drinking water in vital areas, the
Society installed 170 water coolers in
strategic locations during 2024. These
included schools, mosques, government
facilities, and densely populated labor
districts. The project was implemented
following a field study that identified
areas with weak water infrastructure or
high demand.

This initiative responded to feedback
from residents and volunteers stressing
the importance of accessible and safe
water points to reduce reliance on
commercial plastic bottles-especially
during the mtense summer heat in
Kuwait.

g Water for Workers” Initiative

This Initiative aims to provide cean, cold drinking water to workers in the streets and

markets, especially during penods of extreme heat. |t utilizes mebile vehicles equipped
to distribute water in chilled bottles, ensuring easy access to clean water,

Launched during summer, the “Water for Workers” initiative involved distributing chilled
water bottles to street cleaners, construction workers, and security guards stationed
in outdoor |ocations, especially during the daytime. A total of appreximately 48,000
bottles were distributed during June, luly, and August, helping protect workers from
heat exhaustion and sunstroke,

Support for women's entrepreneurship includes financial, training, and mentoring
assistance to encourage women o start and develop their own projects, improve their
employment prospects, and advance in the private sector. This support plays a key role
n women's economic empowerment and in enhancing their contribution to economic

and social development

Qut of 65 productive projects sponsored under the economic empowerment program,

42 were led by women, representing 64.6%, clearly reflecting a strong trend toward

supporting female entrepreneurship and enhancing women's economic independence.

Literacy Programs tor Expatriate Women

Literacy programs for expatriate women aim to help them learn to read and write, a vital
step in enabling them to participate more effectively in society and the workforce, This
mproves their professional and social lives and strengthens their ability to contribute

to the development of their communities.

The Scciety continued Implementing its “Literacy” program for non-Kuwaiti women,
enrolling 310 women in reading and writing classes, alongside health and family
awareness programs. This initiative contributed to the social integration of these
women, supported their economic empowerment, and improved their access to better
jobs and higher wages—thereby boosting their financial independence. Literacy also
positively impacts health outcomes, as mothers who can read and write are better
equipped to manitor thesr children’s health and benefit from available health services.
Additionally, literacy improves communication with governmental institutions and

enhances women's ability to contribute to economic. social, and cultural development.

First: Initiatives and Projects Aimed at
Supporting Women

Economic Empowerment Programs

Economic empowerment programs are imitiatives designed to help individuals or
communities improve their economic standing and achieve self-reliance. These programs
come invanous forms, including financial literacy programs, vocational training, support
for small enterprises, and access to financial services such as microloans.

A total of 24 specialized training courses were implemented in vital fields such as small
business management, digital marketing skills, sewing, and embroidery, benefiting
520 women. These programs were conducted in collaboration with local women's
associations and certified training centers, providing beneficiaries with a comprehensive
learning environment that combined vocational training with social support.
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Third: Graphical Analysis

Figure (B] shows that total spending on education rose from 468,000 KWD in 2021 to
nearly 961,000 KWD in 2024, almost doubling over four years. Although the number of
beneficiaries decreased from a peak of 5,126 in 2023 to 4,155 in 2024, the average cost
per beneficary increased. indicating a greater focus on higher education and deeper
individual support especially through university sponsorship

Meanwhile, the Education "For All” Centermaintained 150 beneficiaries in 2024, with
its budget increasing to 20,003 KWD, reflecting expanded support for academically
struggling students.

This project focuses on teaching Islamic and Arabic sciences that help in
understanding the Book of Allah and the Sunnah of the Prophet (peace be upon
him).

Since its launch in 2022, the project has consistently benefited 245 students annually
through a stable annual budget of 15,000 KWD. It represents a strategic step to
despen knowledge in Islamic jurisprudence and language, supported by qualified
educators and a conducive learning enviranment.
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Second: Activity and Results Analysis

Sponsoring University Students - A Strategic Investment in Human Capital

This project provides appropriate support for all Kuwaiti and resident students
in need of assistance who are enmolled in universities accredited by the Ministry
of Higher Education, both inside and outside Kuwait. The goal is to help these
students and their families cover educational expenses {in full or in part), while

priaritizing academically outstanding students as a condition for receiving aid.

The project saw remarkable growth in beneficianes frorn 479 students in 2021 to
1,502 in 2024, an increase of over 213%, The allocated budget rose to approximately
776,806 KWD in 2024, representing around 80.8% of the Society’s total spending
on education that year-signifying this project as the centerpiece of the Society's
aducational strategy.

Community Impact and Field Evaluation

with high satisfaction levels recorded for the quality of services provided. These findings
highlight the programs’ effectiveness and efficiency in meeting the health neads of the

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Second: “Tarahum” Project - Facing Chronic [llnesses

This Initative supports patents with chronde condidons  like
themateld, representng a move toward sustalmable, long-term
mwrddical care, In 2024, the number of benehiciaries rose to 145, marking
an increase of nearly 67% compared to 2023 —sipgnaling expanded

Motably, expenditures also rose in 2024 to 110,265 KWD, up from
67,242 KWD in 2023, This increase may beattributed to the cost of

Third: “Bushrakum” Project for Multiple
Sclerosis Treatment — Specialized Care Despite

Low NMumbers

This project targets patients with multiple sclerasis. While the number of beneficanes remains
relatively small-46 in 2024-the complexity of the illness demands dedicated attention. The
project represents a moral commitment by the Society to ndividuals with complex medical
neads and reflects an awareness of the importance of diversity in health interventions

Fourth: Supporting Patients—Flexible Response to Critical Cases

Launched in 2023, this program supports the treatment of serious chronic and life-threatening
conditions, such as gangrene. In its first year, it covered 17 patients at a cost of approamatehy
98920 KWD, averaging 5,81% KWD per person. it likely includes coverage for major surgeries
-or urgent medical expenses not covered under other programs

Though the number of cases dropped to 10 in 2024, the continued support reflects the
program’s flexibelity in addressing individual critical needs—reinforcing a vital humanitarian
aspect of the Sodety's work

Fift]l‘ Pmﬁdirtg Medical Devices — Broad Rehabilitation Euppﬂrt

This initiative supplies patients with costly medical devices, such as respiratory machines, blood
sugar monitors, and other essential equipment to maintain health, aiming to serve individuals in
need. The program targets crphans, low income families, and individuals with chronic diseases.
In 2024, the Society made a major leap by distnbuting 255 hearing aids, compared to just 42
in 2023, while kesping costs remarkably low at only 1,000 ¥WD. This suggests the Society's
Sdccess in negobating with supphers or recawing In-Kind donations

This type of rehabilitative support enhances beneficianes’ ability to engage with their
environment, positively impacting their guality of life and independence
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First: “Al-Aml” Project for Cancer Treatment - Investing in
Survival and Dignity

This project is one of the Society’s largest health interventions. It provides treatment,
surgeries, and radiation or chemotherapy sessions for the most underprivileged and
vulnerable cancer patients in Kuwalt. [t aims to save the growing number of cancer pa-
tients unable to afford their treatment

The number of beneficiaries grew significantly, from 55 cases in 2027 to 130 in 2024,
with a peak of 161 cases in 2022, The asscaated expenditures reflect the scale of the
challenge, as spending exceeded 1.35 million KWD over four years

The project covers expensive treatments like chemotherapy and radiation and relies
on partnerships with local hospitals and rare drug suppliers—indicating the Society’s
collaborative approach to delivering sustainable and high-gquality healthcare solutions,
especially amid the growing Incidence of cancer locally and globally

Fourth: Strategic Alignment with the SDGs

This axis aligns directly with Target 2.1 of the SDGs, which calls for “ensuring access by
all people, in particular the poor and people in vulnerable situations, to safe, nutritious
and sufficient food all year round.”

Threugh its diverse food imtiatives, the Social Reform Society contnbutes to building
alocal food protection systern that reduces the effects of poverty and enhances social

stability, making it a key partner in national efforts to achieve food security.
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Second: Detailed Activity Analysis
Food Aid {al-Ashyyat Project) - Consislent Response Amid Economic Challenges

This project provides essential food supplies to eligible families based on their actual
nutritional needs. through maodern methods that ensure efficient distribution and
uphold the dignity of recipients. It is one of the Society’s largest programs in terms of
both spending and beneficiaries. In 2024, the program served 63,104 individuals, with
total expenditures reaching 524,473 KWD.

Despite a gradual decline in beneficiary numbers since 2022, the high cost suggests
either improved food quality or increased prices in the local market. The Society may
have shifted focus toward reaching the most nutritionally vulnerable groups, reflecting
a strategic shift from quantity to impact per beneficiary,

Iftar Meals - A Ramadan Season Marked by Solidarity

This seasonal initiative aims to provide Iftar meals during the holy month of Ramadan to
those in need, It is a central part of the Society’s efforts to foster social solidarnity and support
low-incame families. The project witnessed remarkable growth, from 4,440 beneficaries in
2027 to nearly 194,119 in 2024, maintaining the same level of service as in the previous
year, This growth highlights the Society's ability to mabilize resources during Ramadan and
leverage partnerships with volunteers and donors to expand distribution-making Ramadan
one of the most significant penods for food-related intervention.

Distributing Udhiya - Provision Challenges and Efficiency Trends

This praject invelves distributing Udhinda “sacrificial meat” to beneficiares in Kuwait during
Eid al-Adha, bringing Joy to needy families and meinforcing the Islamic value of sogal
solidarity. The number of beneficiary families dedlined from 17,510 in 2021 to 9,070 in 2024,
possibly due to difficulties in procuring enough animals or shifts in resource distribution
pronties. Nonetheless, the project retains strong symbaelic and social value, particularly in
enhancing community bonds during Eid.

Distributing Food Baskets- Direct Support That Makes a Ditference

This charitatle project provides food baskets to low-income and affected families, helping
alleviate their suffering and meet their basic food needs. The number of beneficiaries
witnessed a significant drop, decreasing from 64,145 in 2021 to 3,575 in 2024 However,
the transition toward more nuinbonally complete baskets or more precise targeting may
explain this quantitative reduction, reflecting an improvement in quality and impact. As
one of the Society’s oldest initiatives, this project has a direct and fasting effect on families,
especially during economic crises,

As shown in Table (2), the number of beneficianes from the Society’s food security
programs peaked in 2023 with a total of 362,501 beneficiaries, compared to 179,807 in
2021. This indicates a significant expansion of nearly 93% in program reach. Despite a
slight decrease in 2024 (to 347225 beneficiaries), the level of coverage remains high.

budget of 4000 KWD.

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Fifth: Debt Assistance for Debtors - A Significant
Leap in 2024

The Debt Assistance Program provides financial support to vulnerable individuals by
helping them settle their debts and overcome financial hardship. The data indicates a
significant increase in the number of beneficiaries, from 175 in 2023 to 530 in 2024, with
total spending exceeding 90,000 KWD. This reflects the Society's proactive response

ta the worsening economic conditions and rising cost of living, which may compel
individuals to incur debt for basic needs.

The program strengthens social solidarity and serves as a vital mechanism for legal
uﬂmﬂ pmtncﬂm shielding individuals from prasecution or imprisonment and
preserving thair economic dignity.

Sixth: “Abshir” Housing Project - Strategic
Support Despite Limited Reach

The “Absher” project aims to provide housing support through furnishing, renovation,
and full setup for families in need or distress. Although the number of families supported
remained constant at fve in both 2023 and 2024, the project retains a strategic value by
offering fully equipped housing rather than just financial aid. it is noteworthy that costs
agropped from 15,000 KWD in 2023 1o 1,750 KWD in 2024, possibly due 1o in-kind donations
from benefactors or institutional partnerships that helped with part of the expenses.

Third: Sponsoring Individuals with Special Needs -
Social Inclusion and Human Empowerment

The Sponsorship Program Individuals with Special Needs addresses the essential needs
of Individuals with disabilities from low-income and vulnerable familles, enabling
them to live a dignified life within their families and integrating them into society
The number of beneficiaries fluctuated peaking at 200 in 2023 and decreasing to
178 in 2024, Correspondingly, total spending declined from 124,305 KWD in 2023 to
91,675 KWD in 2024, This may reflect improvements in resource management or a shift
toward combining financial assistance with in-kind services such as physical therapy of
specialized education

This program remains one of the Society's most important toocls for promoting social
inclusion and ensuring equitable distribution of developmental resources.

Fourth: Relieving Distress Project — Strategic
Suspension Under Review

This project was established to support families in need or crisis by providing essential
furnishings, renovations, and emergency relief. According o the data from the previous
table, this project was entirely suspended since 2023, with the number of beneficiaries
dropping to zero. In previous years, it had supported 75 cases in 2021 and 55 cases in
2022, with total costs amounting to 32,910 KWD,

The suspension may reflect a strategic decision
due to overlap with other programs (such as
the Debt Assistance) or a shift in the Socdety's
priorities to sllocate resources and  efforts
toward initiatives deemed more urgent
Mevertheless, given the program’s importance
in alleviating acute emergencies-particularly for
families that do not fall under other programs
such as housing or debt assistance-the Society
is currently conducting an impact evaluation
before deciding whether to permanently
discontinue the program,
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Second: Fidiyya
and Clothing for
Orphans - Seasonal
Psychological and
Social Value

This project witnessed notable growth in the number of beneficiaries, rising from 2,000
in 2021 to 2,256 in 2024. At the same time, costs decreased from 63,840 KWD in 2023 to
51,180 KWD in 2024. This reduction indicates efficient resource management, possibly

through in-kind donaticns or bulk purchasing.

This initiative holds significant emotional value, as it contributes to enhancing the
orphans’ sense of contentment and belonging to the community, It goes beyond
matenal support, bringing joy to the hearts of these children with festive clothing and
Eid gifts. It also plays a key role in promaoting their sodal integration and reducing
psychological gaps between them and their peers—especially during religious and

The Orphan Sponsorship Continuation Project
provides comprehensive care and support for
orphaned children, nurturing them into productive
members of socieby. It compensates for the
emotional loss of patemal care by meeting their
essential needs and ensuring their integration into
the community. This project forms the backbone of
the Society’s actiwities under this goal, maintaiming
consistently high levels of support over the past
four years. Despite a slight decline in the nurmbe
of sponsored orphans in 2024 (1,042) compared
o 2023 (1,120} total spending remained high at
488,483 KWD, reflecting the Society's commitment
to providing comprehensive sponsarship that
includes living, educational, and healthcare needs
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The partial decrease in the number of
sponsored orphans may be attnbuted
tochildren aging out of the sponsorship
program or transitioning into other
supportiveinitiativessuch as “vocational
empowearment” or "University support”

Legislative Framework

Law Mo. (24) of 1962 concerning clubs and public welfare societies was the
first legal instrument to regulate civil and volunteer organizations in Kuwait.
It laid out conditions for establishing associations, government aversight
mechanisms, and the rights and responsibilities of these organizations.
The law has undergone several amendments to keep pace with societal
changes, notably in 1993 and under Law No. (14) of 2015 governing
charitable associations.

The Ministry of Social Affairs supervises volunteer organizations through a
specialized departrment oversesing public welfare and charitable societies.
The Ministry requires regular administrative and financial reports and
enforces strict oversight to ensure transparency and integrity in financial
activities and resources.

According to the Ministry of Social Affairs” 2020 report, "Charitable and

public welfare societies are required to submit annual financial statements
detailing their revenues and expenditures and are subject to monitoring

by the competent ministry under applicable laws.

Before the discovery of oil, Kuwaiti society was shaped by bonds that ran
deeper than mere interests or regulations-rooted in a pure human instinct
where solidarity and cooperation were a way of life.

There were no charitable institutions or associations yet, but there was
benevolence and a shared understanding of how to support one another. A
family in need would find someone knocking with feod or clothing in hand. If
a mosque needed repairs, the neighborhood gathered to restore it without
debate. Children learned in kuttabs established by locals out of a sense
of responsibility, not duty. Even in the grueling pearl| diving expeditions,
survival hinged on collective effort and community spirit.

During crises-such as market fires or shipwrecks
people came together as thougn they were one
family. No one waited for official orders or sought
compensation. These actions were simple but
reflected deep belonging and compassion,
